
Fox Valley Women’s Association NEW 2011 Rules and Fees

It is the intention of the Women’s Board to accommodate as many female members in 2 leagues under the 
association (Sunday/Tuesday League & Thursday League).

Your 2011 enrollment will entitle you to the following:
1. Opening ‘Girls Night Out’ on 4/28/11
2. Weekly Women’s Association events
3. Eligibility for the closing  scramble 9/17/11
4. Entry into both the Sunday/Tuesday league, and the Thursday night leagues
5. Thursday night food and beverage specials in the grill room for the association members
6. President’s cup entry fee

Fee for the 2011 Women’s Association Membership is $90
1. Women’s Association membership fees are due no later than 4/28/11
2. Non-members of the association can play in any tournaments (other than listed above)

Sunday/Tuesday League Information
1. You must make your own tee times on Sundays and Tuesdays (if not playing in the pre-designated time 

slots)
2. You must golf with at least 1 other association member for your round to count in the weekly event
3. You can sign up for the 18 hole or the 9 hole league, it cannot be both
4. All cards for the weekly tournament will be due by dark on Tuesday nights
5. It is single person play (unless the weekly event states differently)
6. League play begins 5/1/11

FVWGA 2011 Tournament Day Procedures
Sign Up Procedures
1. Sign up sheets for Tuesday play will be available in the locker room at least 2 weeks in advance. You will still need to make your tee time in 
the pro shop or online.
2. Once you have signed up for the tournament, you are committed to play on that day.

Tournament Day Procedures
1. Check the rules and instructions in the locker room or pro shop for the tournament of the day.
2. Check your current handicap and enter it on your scorecard. After finishing your round,
3. Check and attest your scorecard.
4. Be sure you use first and last names.
5. Circle ringer cards.
6. Record any birdies or pars in the designated books.
7. Post your score in the computer.
8. Turn in your attested card to the box in the locker room.

Special Event Policy
In order to be sure that our special Events do not drag on too long, all tournament play must be completed in 5 hours maximum. Two Assistant Pros will act as Rangers on Tournament Days. The meal for 
that event will be served starting 5½ hours after tee off.
It shall be the policy of the FVWGA that for any FVWGA “Guest” events, member participants must be at least 18 years of age and full members (junior and corporate members are not permitted) and may 
only play with a guest who is not a member (of any level) of Fox Valley. That is, a member of Fox Valley may not participate as a guest in any FVWGA Guest event.



Rules:
1. Regular weekly tournament may be played on Tuesday or the Sunday prior to Tuesday play. In May and September, all regular Tuesday 
tournaments will tee off between 9:00 and 10:30 AM. June through August, tee times will be from 8:00 to 9:30. Those unable to play during the 
blocked morning times may play at any time during the day as long as your score is attested to by another association member.
2.The following major tournaments must be played on their scheduled days: Member/Member, Guest Days, Invitational, President’s Cup, Fall 
Classic and the Club Championship.
3. A match of cards, in accordance with the USGA recommendations will determine weekly tournament ties, excluding majors listed above. 
Winner will be determined on the basis of the best score for the last nine holes, last six, last three, 18th. Nine hole ties will be determined by the 
last six, last three, 9th.
4. Tournaments will be played unless called off by the Golf Professional. (thunder and lightning or course closed)
5. Tournaments shall consist of and prizes awarded as follows:
3 players - 1 prize
5 players - 2 prizes
7 players - 3 prizes
6. Attested cards must be turned in to be eligible for a prize. Cards must also contain players’ first and last names and scorecard must be filled 
in and computed correctly.
7. All members must have an established handicap to be eligible for prizes.
8. The golf professional will decide rules or tournament procedures in question.
9. 18 hole tournaments will play from the red tees. Nine hole tournaments will play from the gold tees.

Thursday Night Business League Information:
1.  Tee off anytime between 4:00 PM and 5:45 PM on Thursday.  We will play the nine of the day.  You must make your 
own tee time in the pro shop each week. You are responsible for arranging to meet your opponents. If two teams cannot 
agree on a time, 5:15 has been established as the tee time.

2.  If one partner cannot play, the other partner may carry the team.  Subs may be used in the absence of one partner.  If 
neither partner is able to play, the opposing team must play. You will be playing against the course.
See below for scoring.

3.  We are playing a best ball for a total of eight (8) points.
2 Points for the total of the first three holes
2 Points for the total of the second three holes
2 Points for the total of the last three holes
2 Points for the best ball total

4.  If rained out, play will be cancelled, however, if any teams in your flight have completed play before course closing, 
you must finish your match before 3:30 the following Thursday.

5.  First place ties will be decided by a playoff.  Other ties will be decided by the total points won against each other.

6.  Each week the low best ball in each flight will receive a golf ball for each team member.

When the opposing team must forfeit you will be competing against the course. 

The course will be scoring the following for each 3 hole segment:

FLIGHTS  1 AND 2
Front nine  - 1,2,3=13    4,5,6=13    7,8,9=13    total 39
Back nine  - 10,11,12=14    13,14,15=13    16,17,18=12    total 39
